School Car Parks  

The following information has been issued to parents on numerous occasions and we have asked that 

all families follow the schoolõs request on use of the car parks. Whilst most families have 

demonstrated their support by adhering to the parking request, some have not. Over the past few 

weeks, the car parks have become increasingly unsafe, particularly at the start and end of the day, 

due to the numbers of parents parking on site, without a blue badge or a parking permit. Cars have 

been parked outside of bays, blocked the main entrance to the school and on occasions driven in and 

out of the car park at speed.

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We have arranged specific times for parents to park in the visitor car parks. Accessible parking is 

available for Blue Badge Holders. Equally if parents have requested a parking permit from the school, 

they are able to use the visitor car park.  

 

Parents are once again asked to familiarise themselves with the following information and we hope 

that by doing so the situation improves.  

 

Leckhampton C of E Primary School has two car parks on site.  

 

The car park closest to the main entrance is our visitor car park and the car park nearest to the hall, 

beyond the large green gates, is exclusively for staff at all times. There is no parent parking provision on 

site, with the exception of accessible parking which is strictly reserved for blue badge holders.  

 

We have endeavoured to make some provision for parents to park on the school site in the following 

ways. 

 

¶ Parents are welcome to use the visitor car park when dropping off for breakfast club as long as 

this is before 8am. Please enter and exit the car park with caution ð parents use the car park at 

their own risk.  

¶ Parents are welcome to use the visitor car park when picking up from after school club as long 

as this is after 4.30pm. Please enter and exit the car park with caution ð parents use the car 

park at their own risk. 

 

If the visitor car park is full and you are unable to wait, please use Hall Road or surrounding street 

parking as an alternative.  

 

Parents should not access or park in the staff car park at any time.
